	The narrative reflection emerges from and is appropriate to the scene for the most part, uncovering interesting aspects to the nature of identity; narrative presence; reflection captures the multi-faceted complexity of the strength and its limitation; clear presence of the narrator who opens up a dialogue with the reader; good unmasking of superstitious nature of strength
	The narrative reflection borders on exposition and is related to and fits the scene for the most part, pointing out aspects of nature of identity; some degree of narrative presence; reflection attempts to capture the multi-faceted complexity of the strength and its limitation, but perhaps remains within a simplified dimension; some presence of the narrator who attempts to open up a dialogue with the reader; an attempt is made to analyze the story and unmask the superstitious nature of the strength
	Little or no reflection, mostly exposition that is only somewhat related to and partially fits the scene (if present); little narrative presence, if at all; exposition attempts to address the strength and its limitation, but remains entirely within a simplified dimension; narrative fails to effect shifts in mood for addressee; little presence of the narrator with little or no attempt to open up a dialogue with the reader with any real analysis
